Maui County Councilmember Elle Cochran who 

is the Chair of the Infrastructure & Environmental Management 

Committee will discuss the proposed Bicycle Tour Business 
legislation that is now working its way through her Council 

committee.  Councilmember Cochran is interested in learning 

about resident concerns and getting input on the proposed 
ordinance.
